ROLL CALL


The meeting was called to order at 6:45 p.m.  Board members present were Chair Julie Aitken, Vice-Chair Rick Bruns, Jason Hurley and Councilmember Susan Starkey.  Also present were Code Compliance Official Daniel Stallone and Board Secretary Jenevia Edwards recording the meeting.  Jacque Daniels was absent.

Jason Curtis asked what the Code enforcement rules were regarding whether or not to go on a property.  Mr. Stallone explained that Code compliance personnel were not allowed to enter a residents’ property and the division operated in similar manner of other enforcement agencies.  He added that there was “license” to knock on a front door unless there was a “No Trespassing” sign posted, otherwise it was not a practice to go on a resident’s property.  Mr. Stallone indicated if inspectors go on a resident’s property, he frowned on using evidence acquired by them.  Mr. Curtis explained that staff of the Property Appraiser’s Office was allowed to enter a property provided it was on official business. 

A brief discussion followed regarding the issue of trespassing with Councilmember Starkey commenting that care should be taken when entering a property because there was a chance of getting shot.  Mr. Stallone commented that recently a gun was pulled on a Code compliance inspector.

DISCUSSION


3.1
Possible Revision of Agricultural Definitions in Town Code – Daniel Stallone, Code Compliance Official



The Board devoted a lengthy discussion to every item of the proposed revision.  Councilmember Starkey asked Mr. Stallone if he had an opportunity to review the section of the Town Code in question prior to the meeting.  Mr. Stallone responded in the negative.  It was the consensus of the Board that Mr. Stallone be given the opportunity to review the proposed revision to the Code before any firm changes could be made.  Mr. Stallone commented that the final decision for the revision would have to be made by Development Services Director Mark Kutney.   


The Board briefly discussed the licensing and landscape contractors with Chair Aitken asking whether landscape contractors had to be licensed.  Mr. Stallone explained that there were some recent Broward County ordinances that required landscapers to be licensed and there were different categories within those ordinances.  He suggested that research be carried out so that some of the information in the County’s ordinances could be incorporated into the revision.  


Chair Aitken commented that the proposed revisions presented by the Board were suggestions and explanation in an attempt to aid staff in eliminating difficulties that recently surfaced.  She added that there was discussion by Council to amend the entire Code; however; it would be a lengthy process that would take an extremely long time.  Councilmember Starkey commented that the Board wanted to be consistent with State and County Statues with the definitions.



The Board discussed several items in the Development Code 12-34(i) and several definitions were suggested for equestrian facilities.



There was a brief discussion regarding scheduled meetings and Councilmember Starkey suggested that the December meeting be cancelled.  The Board agreed.

OLD BUSINESS

Councilmember Starkey commented that the turn-out for the farmers market was not as expected due to the hurricane; however, a few people participated.  There were plans to move forward with the farmers market for January.  Councilmember Starkey indicated that J.C. Nadeau was very helpful in assisting Special Projects Director Bonnie Stafiej to clean up the rodeo grounds.  She added that Mr. Nadeau went “above and beyond” and he was recognized for his efforts at the last Council meeting.  The Board briefly discussed the destruction of crops experienced by farmers due to the hurricane.
