OLD BUSINESS

Chair Egues inquired if the Town Council had been presented with the transportation corridor information. Ms. Allen advised that there would be a joint meeting between the Airport/Transportation Advisory Board, Regional Activity Center Steering Committee and Council on November 9, 2006. She was unsure if Council had been informed about the transportation corridor and that Public Information Officer Braulio Rosa would be the person to handle that. Chair Egues asked Ms. Allen to have Mr. Rosa speak with Council on the matter before the next Board meeting.

Schedule of Meetings
Chair Egues stated that last year, the Board had voted to meet quarterly and with the re-appointment process, it reverted back to monthly. A lengthy discussion ensued in order to establish the next meeting date which was contingent upon the Broward County Noise Abatement Committee (BCNAC) meeting on December 11, 2006. 
Vice-Chair Oakes stated that Davie Commons wanted to come before the Board and make a presentation on how their project would affect the Town’s roadways. Chair Egues said it would be interesting to hear both points of view by inviting the group that opposed the project.

Ms. Gale asked the Board what decision was made concerning a December meeting. After much discussion, the Board was in agreement to meet on December 18, 2006. Mr. Bossle or Mr. Siegrist would inform Ms. Robinson if the BCNAC meeting was held. She in turn, would notify the Board via e-mail of the outcome. If the BCNAC meeting was to be cancelled, the Board would have the option to make quorum.

Noise Level Statistics from Broward County Aviation Division
Chair Egues asked if there was anything to be added on the Noise Level Statistics. Ms. Allen distributed print-outs on noise monitors one and nine. She discussed the graphs provided, stating that it was broken up by year with Site Nine containing 2000 to 2005. Vice-Chair Oakes asked if the decibel level listed on Site Nine was a daily average and Ms. Allen confirmed that it was. She added that this was the information provided by Broward County Aviation Noise Control/Environmental Officer Winston Cannicle and if more detail was needed, she could ask him. Several conversations took place concerning the data for four years. Chair Egues added that there was a lot of information to address and if the Board had any questions, to bring them up in the December or January meeting.
