OLD BUSINESS

3.1
Broward County Airport Noise Abatement Committee Meeting (December 11th, 2006)
Mr. Bossle stated that he and Mr. Siegrist attended the December meeting. He advised that the FAA was currently reviewing the growth forecast. Mr. Siegrist informed the Board that the next Part 150 – Noise Abatement and Pollution Committee meeting was scheduled for 2nd Quarter. Mr. Bossle stated that the next Broward County Airport Noise Abatement Committee (ANAC) meeting was scheduled for March 12th. 
Mr. Bossle said that the ANAC had reviewed the noise abatement procedures of the 65 DNL which was the level where the FAA had to provide money for condemnations and added that the County would like this level reduced to 60 DNL. Mr. Siegrist stated that the 60 DNL reaches as far as Pine Island Road. Mr. Siegrist added that three new noise sensors had been added to monitor the noise levels and data from those sensors would be available shortly. Mr. Bossle provided a copy of the notes from the ANAC meeting which contained various noise level reports. He stated that the most egregious noise offenders were FEDEX and American Airlines. Mr. Siegrist had 128 One Time Events over 85 DNL levels which could rattle the china. Mr. Bossle had 109 One Time Events over 85 DNL, which reached as far as Tree Tops Park. 
Ms. Osborne stated that the Part 150 Study was behind one year. Mr. Bossle said the airport had been working with the Airport/Transportation Committee in providing the data for the reports needed. 
Chair Oakes asked what could be done about the noise levels now. Mr. Bossle stated that there was no ability to fine the airlines. Mr. Rosa asked the Committee to provide the data in an excel spreadsheet so that a monthly report could be created and placed in the Davie Update. Chair Oakes said that having the Town write a letter once a month to each airline would be more effective. The letter should state that they were making too much noise over the Town and the airline needed to figure out how to solve the problem. Mr. Rosa said he would present the request to Town Administrator Gary Shimun. 
Chair Oakes made a motion, seconded by Mr. Bosle, recommending the Town write a letter each month to the offending airlines signed by a Town official telling the airline the Town did not appreciate the high levels of noise over the Town of Davie, the appropriate documentation need to be attached to the letter and a copy sent to the media. In a voice vote, with Chair Egues, Ms. Chandler, Mr. Diamond, Mr. Halperin, and Mr. McLaughlin being absent, all voted in favor. (Motion carried 5-0)
Mr. Bossle added that there were 10 monitoring stations which showed that of all the municipalities, Davie was the most affected by the current noise level not to mention the impact when the airport expands. He stated that South and Central American aircraft would be starting to fly into Fort Lauderdale and their fleet was generally older and noisier, which would further impact the noise levels.
