TITLE OF AGENDA ITEM:  ASSESSMENT - A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN 
OF DAVIE, FLORIDA, RELATING TO THE PROVISION OF FIRE RESCUE 
SERVICES, FACILITIES AND PROGRAMS IN THE TOWN OF DAVIE, FLORIDA; 
ESTABLISHING THE ESTIMATED ASSESSMENT RATE FOR FIRE RESCUE 
ASSESSMENT FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING OCTOBER 1, 2008; 
DIRECTING THE PREPARATION OF AN ASSESSMENT ROLL; AUTHORIZING A 
PUBLIC HEARING, AND DIRECTING THE PROVISION OF NOTICE THEREOF; 
PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND 
PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  ($22,000)

REPORT IN BRIEF: This action is necessary to proceed with the Fire Services 
Assessment Program for Fiscal Year 2008-09.  The resolution prepared by the Town's 
consultant New Community Strategies authorizes the establishment of the methodology 
by which the special assessment will be made in proportion to the benefits received. 
Also, the resolution authorizes the preparation of the preliminary assessment roll and 
enables the Broward County Property Appraiser's Office to mail the estimated rates via 
the TRIM Notices to affected property owners.

This resolution establishes an Initial Assessment based on the study that was completed 
by New Community Strategies, dated June 30, 2008 is titled "The Town of Davie, 
Florida, Fire Services Special Assessment Methodology Report", details the 
establishment of the Initial Assessment.

RESOLUTION __________

A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE 
TOWN OF DAVIE, FLORIDA, DECLARING SPECIAL 
ASSESSMENTS; INDICATING THE LOCATION, 
NATURE AND ESTIMATED COST OF THOSE FIRE 
SERVICES, FACILITIES, AND PROGRAMS WHOSE 
COST IS TO BE DEFRAYED BY THE SPECIAL 
ASSESSMENTS; PROVIDING THE PORTION OF THE 
ESTIMATED COST OF THE FIRE SERVICES, 
FACILITIES, AND PROGRAMS TO BE DEFRAYED 
BY THE SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS; PROVIDING THE 
MANNER IN WHICH SUCH SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS 
SHALL BE MADE; PROVIDING WHEN SUCH 
SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS SHALL BE MADE; 
DESIGNATING LANDS UPON WHICH THE SPECIAL 
ASSESSMENTS SHALL BE LEVIED; PROVIDING 
FOR AN ASSESSMENT PLAT; AUTHORIZING THE 
PREPARATION OF A PRELIMINARY ASSESSMENT 
ROLL; PROVIDING FOR A PUBLIC HEARING TO 
CONSIDER THE ADVISABILITY AND PROPRIETY 
OF SAID ASSESSMENTS AND THE RELATED FIRE 
SERVICES, FACILITIES, AND PROGRAMS; 
PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION OF THIS 
RESOLUTION; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; 
AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Town Council of the Town of Davie (the "Town") hereby 
determines to provide to benefited properties certain Fire Services, Facilities, and 
Programs (the "Fire Services") set forth in the forecasts of the budgets for those Fire 
Services, which also provide descriptions of those Fire Services and which are available 
for inspection at the offices 6901 Orange Drive, Davie, Florida 33314; and

WHEREAS, the Town Council further determines to levy annual 
Assessments to provide recurring funds for the provision of those Fire Services of the 
Town; and 

WHEREAS, the Town is empowered by Chapters 166 and 170, Florida 
Statutes, to finance, fund, plan, establish, acquire, construct or reconstruct, equip, operate 
and/or maintain the Fire Services and to impose, levy and collect the Assessments (as 
defined below); and

WHEREAS, the Town Council finds that it is in the best interest of the 
Town to pay the cost of all or a portion of the Fire Services by imposing, levying, and 
collecting special assessments (“Assessments”) pursuant to Florida Statutes; and



WHEREAS, the Town Council hereby determines that benefits will accrue 
to the property benefited, the amount of those benefits, and that special assessments will 
be made in proportion to the benefits received as set forth in the Town’s Special 
Assessment Methodology Report dated June 30, 2008, (the  "Assessment Report") 
incorporated by reference as part of this Resolution and on file in the offices of the Town 
Clerk; and

WHEREAS, the Town Council hereby determines that the Assessments to 
be levied will not exceed the benefits to the property improved. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL 
OF THE TOWN OF DAVIE, FLORIDA, THAT:

Section 1.  The foregoing recitals are hereby incorporated as the findings 
or fact of the Town Council.

Section 2. Assessments shall be levied to defray a portion or all of the cost 
of the Fire Services of the Town:

1. The cost of physical construction, reconstruction, or completion of 
any required facility or improvement.

2. The costs incurred in any required acquisition or purchase.
3. The cost of all labor, materials, machinery and equipment.
4. The cost of fuel, parts, supplies, maintenance, repairs, and utilities.
5. The cost of computer services, data processing, and 

communications.
6. The cost of all lands and interest therein, leases, property rights, 

easements, and franchises of any nature whatsoever.
7. The cost of any indemnity or surety bonds and premiums for 

insurance.
8. The cost of salaries, volunteer pay, workers compensation, 

insurance, or other employment benefits.
9. The cost of uniforms, training, travel and per diem.
10. The cost of construction plans and specifications, surveys, and 

estimates of costs.
11. The cost of engineering, financial, legal, and other professional 

services.
12. The costs of compliance with any contracts or agreements entered 

into by the city to provide Fire Services.
13. All costs associated with the structure, implementation, collection, 

and enforcement of the Fire Services charges and amounts 
necessary to offset discounts received for early payment of Fire 
Services charges.

14. All other costs and expenses necessary or incidental to the 
acquisition provision or construction of Fire Services, facilities, or 
programs and such other expenses as may be necessary or 



incidental to any related financing authorized by the Town Council 
by subsequent resolution.

15. A reasonable amount for contingency and anticipated 
delinquencies and uncollectible Fire Services charges. 

16. Reimbursement to the Town or any other person for any moneys 
advanced for any costs incurred by the Town or such person in 
connection with any of the foregoing components of Fire Services 
cost.

17. Any other cost that can be attributed to the provision of Fire 
Services within the Town.

Section 3. The general locations of the Fire Services are throughout all 
lands located in Town of Davie of Broward County in the State of Florida, 
generally bounded on the north by I-595, the south by Sheridan Street, the east by 
U.S. 441, and the west by I-75, excepting that certain portions of the Town are 
outside those general boundaries and that some lands within those general 
boundaries are not included within the Town, but, in any event, the actual 
locations are as shown on the plans and specifications referred to above. 

Section 4.  The estimated cost of the Fire Services is approximately 
$16,966,793, (hereinafter referred to as the “Estimated Cost"). The Estimated 
Cost has been forecast to include the expected annual increase in the Fire Services 
cost through the year 2013.

Section 5.  The Assessments will defray approximately $16,085,160 of the 
Estimated Cost.

Section 6.  The manner in which the Assessments shall be apportioned and 
paid is contained with the Assessment Report.  As provided in further detail in the 
Assessment Report, the Assessments will be levied in accordance with costs to 
the benefited properties as detailed in the Assessment Report. 

Section 7.  The Assessments shall be levied in accordance with the 
Assessment Report referenced above on all lots and lands, within the Town, 
which are specially benefited from the Fire Services thereby and further 
designated by the assessment plat hereinafter provided for. 

Section 8.  There is on file with the Fire Rescue Department, an 
assessment plat showing the area to be assessed, with the plans and specifications 
describing the Fire Services and the Estimated Cost, all of which shall be open to 
inspection by the public. 

Section 9.  The Town is hereby authorized and directed to cause to be 
made a preliminary assessment roll, as prompt as possible, which shall show the 
lots and lands assessed and the amount of benefit to and the assessment against 
each lot or parcel of land.



Section 10.  In accordance with the Assessment Report, payments will be 
made at the same time and in the same manner as are ad-valorem taxes and as 
prescribed by Chapter 197, Florida Statutes; provided, however, that in the event 
the non ad-valorem assessment method of collecting the Assessments is not 
available to the Town in any year, or the Town determines not to utilize the 
provision of Chapter 197, FS, the Assessments may be collected as is otherwise 
permitted by law. 

Section 11. Upon completion of the preliminary assessment roll, the 
Town Council shall adopt a subsequent resolution to fix a time and place at which 
the owners of property to be assessed, or any other persons interested therein, may 
appear before the Town Council and be heard as to the propriety and advisability 
of the Assessments or the provision of the Fire Services, the cost thereof, the 
manner of payment therefore or the amount thereof to be assessed against each 
property as improved; and to authorize such notice and publications of same as 
may be required by Chapter 170, Florida Statutes, or other applicable law.

Section 12.  Pursuant to Section 170.05, Florida Statutes, the Town 
Administrator is hereby directed to cause this Resolution to be published twice in 
a newspaper of general circulation within Broward County, Florida. 

Section 13. Severability.  If any section, paragraph, clause or provision of 
this resolution shall be held to be invalid or ineffective for any reason, the 
remainder of this resolution shall continue in full force and effect, it being 
expressly hereby found and declared that the remainder of this resolution would 
have been adopted despite the invalidity or ineffectiveness of such section, 
paragraph, clause or provision.

Section 14.  This resolution shall take effect immediately upon its 
passage and adoption.
