SUBJECT: Resolution Adopting Local Option Gas Tax Distribution

Broward County collects local option gasoline taxes and distributes these funds
between Broward County and eligible municipalities at a ratio of 61.58% County
and 38.42% Municipal. The Municipal distribution is calculated on the basis of
incorporated area population and is updated annually which is the subject of this
annual amendment.



RESOLUTION

A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN OF DAVIE, FLORIDA, APPROVING AND
EXECUTING THE AMENDMENT TO THE INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT
BETWEEN BROWARD COUNTY AND THE TOWN OF DAVIE,
PROVIDING FOR DIVISION AND DISTRIBUTION OF THE PROCEEDS
FROM THE BROWARD COUNTY ADDITIONAL LOCAL OPTION GAS TAX
ON MOTOR FUEL ORDINANCE.

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has determined it is in the best
interest of Broward County to impose an additional local option gas tax on motor fuel; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary that the Town of Davie approve the execution of the
attached Amended Interlocal Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Interlocal Agreement shall be effective September 1, 1993, to
December 31, 2024.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF
DAVIE, FLORIDA.

IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual terms, conditions, promises, covenants and
payments hereinafter sat forth and pursuant to the authorization of paragraph (1)(b)(2) of
Section 336,025, Florida Statutes, the COUNTY and CITY agree as follows:

1. Faragraph 2 of the Interlocal Agreement, as previously amendad, is hereby
amendead to read as follows:

2 Sixty-one and fifty-eight hundredths percent (61,58%) of the total
proceeds from tha Broward County Additional Local Option Gazs Tax
on Molor Fuel Ordinance shall be distributed to the COUNTY and the
remaining thirty-eight and forly-two hundredths percent (38 42%) of



the total proceeds shall be divided amaorg and distributed to the

3. The population figures set out hersin are based on the figures
contained in the document referred to as the "Florida Estimates of
Population," published on an annual basis by the Bureau of
Economics and Business Research, Population Division, University
of Florida. The population figures to be utilized in the formula
described in Paragraph 2 of this Interiocal Agreement, for the division
and distribution of the proceeds from the Broward Courty Additional
Local Option Gas Tax on Motor Fuel Ordinance, shall be adjusted
annually based on the current "Florida Estimates of Population ™
Such annual adjustment shall be determined as of September 1 of
aach year during which this Interlocal Agreemeant is in effect,

In the event this 1992 Amendment to Interlacal Agreement or a porlion of this 1399
Amendmant to Interiocal Agreement is found by a court of compatent jurisdiction to
be invalid. the remaining provisions shall continue to be effective unlass COUNTY
or CITY elects to terminate this Agreement. The election to terminate this
Agreement based upon this provision shall be made within seven [T} days after the
finding by the court bacomes final,

All provisions of the Interlocal Agreement as praviously amended, not in conflict with
this 1538 Amendment to Interlacal Agreement, shall remain in full force and effect

This 1995 Amendment to Interlocal Agreement may be executed in several
counterparts, each of which so executed shall be deemed to be an original, and
such counterparts together shall constitute one and the same instrument
