PLANNING REPORT

SITE PLAN: Ryder Trucks / SP 5-12-99

APPLICANT: Petitioner/ Owner:  Michele Mellgren & Associates, Inc. / Miles Austin 
and Charles Forman

ANALYSIS: Land Use/Zoning:   Industrial / M-4 (County)
Location: 5081 Oakes Road

The applicant requests approval a modular unit for wholesale/export sales, associated 
parking and landscaping.  The project site is  approximately 2.9 acres in area and located on 
the northeast corner of Oakes Road and Field Road.

The modular will have light gray walls with white mansard style roofing and french 
doors.

Eight parking spaces are required with 10 parking spaces provided.  

The landscape plan indicates Tree Ligustrum and Silver Buttonwood with shrubs and 
ground cover along the Field Road frontage and Oaks, Cassia and shrubs along the Oakes 
Road frontage.  Mahogany trees line the north and east perimeter in addition to a 
continuous ficus hedge.  Carpentaria Palms, shrubs and ground cover are proposed 
adjacent to the building.

The site plan is in conformance with the Forman Agreement settlement stipulation.

PLANNING AND ZONING DIVISION RECOMMENDATION: APPROVAL subject to the 
following:

1. Maintaining a 30” separation between the fence post and drive aisle.

2. Providing details for the modular unit including colors, dimensions, materials, and 
skirting. 

3. Approval of the fire hydrant locations by the Fire Department prior to the issuance 
of a building permit.   

4. Approval of the photometric lighting plan by the Engineering Department prior to 
the issuance of a building permit.

5. Providing interior open space calculations (o/s provided but not reflected in calcs).

6. Changing the silver buttonwood on Field Road to Oaks or Green Buttonwood.
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7. Noting on the landscape plan:
a)  “sod to edge of pavement” on Oakes Road
b)  irrigation of all sodded areas including right-of-ways
c)  letter of approval from landscape architect required prior to final inspection
d)  substitution of materials requires Town and L.A. approval PRIOR to installation

8. Subject to the following Engineering Department revisions:
  a.  Provide detail indicating post locations and open gate stowage location.  Post 

          must be a min. of 2.5’ from face of curb.
  b.  Confirm code consistency for proposed razor wire fence.
  c.  Provide more visible means of access control to rear parking alternative to the
      proposed chain.

9. Signage is not included in this review.
