THE CAPITAL PROJECT BUDGET AND ACCEPTING THE BID FROM MEDTRONIC / PHYSIO 
CONTROL TO PURCHASE TWENTY (20) LIFEPAK 12 EKG MONITOR / DEFIBRILLATORS WITH 12 
LEAD EKG TRACING, CARDIAC PACING, PULSE OXIMETRY AND END TITAL CO2 MONITORING, 
NONINVASIVE BLOOD PRESSSURE MONITORING AND INTEROPERABLE COMMUNICATIONS 
PIGGYBACKING STATE CONTRACT NO. SNAPS II 4651957-2. 
 
REPORT IN BRIEF:  Since 1996, when the Town of Davie Fire Rescue Department received its Certificate of 
Public Convenience and Necessity (COPCN) for emergency medical service responsibilities, we have used EKG 
monitor/defibrillators with technological capabilities to meet the community standard.  Cardiac care technology 
has advanced to a point that it is necessary for the department to enhance and replace our cardiac intervention and 
monitoring capabilities.  One of the key changes has been the instituted of LifeNet at all the area hospitals.  
LifeNet is an effective interoperable communications system which allows pre-hospital providers to transmit 
critical cardiac patient information to receiving hospitals.  LifeNet EKG interoperable communications system is 
compatible with Medtronic Physio-Control EKG Monitor / Defibrillator units and all fire rescue agencies.   All 
SNAPS contracts can be found on-line at www.myflorida.com.   
 
PREVIOUS ACTIONS:  Town Council previously approved Ordinance Number 2003-026  to fund 
the Town’s Five Year Plan for FY 2004-2008. 
 
CONCURRENCES: The Fire Chief, the EMS Coordinator and the Purchasing Department have 
reviewed the award made by State of Florida and concur with the purchase from Medtronic Physio-
Control.

A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN OF DAVIE, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE CAPITAL 
PROJECT BUDGET AND ACCEPTING THE BID AWARDED BY THE STATE OF FLORIDA 
TO MEDTRONIC PHYSIO-CONTROL FOR TWENTY LIFEPAK 12 EKG MONITOR / 
DEFIBRILLATOR / PACERS FROM STATE CONTRACT NO. SNAPS II 4651957-2. 

 

WHEREAS, it is mandatory by Florida Statute 401 and Florida Administrative Code 64E-2 for the 

Town of Davie Fire Rescue to maintain and use EKG monitoring and interventional technology in the 

treatment of cardiac patients in the pre-hospital arena; and 

WHEREAS, there is a need for the Town of Davie Fire Rescue Department to be compatible with 

other fire rescue agencies and hospitals within Broward County; and 

WHEREAS, all hospitals in Broward County operate the LifeNet EKG interoperable communications 

system, which is compatible with Medtronic Physio-Control EKG Monitor / Defibrillator units; and 

WHEREAS, the Town Council wishes to accept the contract awarded by the State of Florida Contract 

Number SNAPS II 4651957-2 to Medtronic Physio-Control Corp. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF 

DAVIE, FLORIDA: 

SECTION 1.   The Town Council hereby authorizes the amendment to the capital project budget and 

appropriates an additional $168,000 from Fire Impact Fees, increasing the budget in the Capital Projects 

Cardiac Equipment Account from $93,700 to $261,700. 

SECTION 2. The Town Council hereby accepts the bid awarded by The State of Florida to 

Medtronic Physio-Control Corporation for the purchase of twenty EKG Monitor / Defibrillator / Pacers in 

the amount of $261,483.60. 

SECTION 3.  The Town Council hereby authorizes the expenditure from the Capital Projects Cardiac 

Equipment Account. 

SECTION 4.  This resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.

Justification: 
 
The Fire Rescue Department needs to modify its EKG platform to synchronize with other Fire Rescue 
agencies through out the county.  Due to new regulatory requirements and technological changes for 
communicating EKG data to receiving medical facilities the Town must replace its current cardiac care 
equipment.  During the last few years the department temporally updated its EKG technology waiting 
for these changes to be implemented for continuity purposes and in order to meet the community 
standard of care.  Regionalization of response services and domestic preparedness require the Town to 
interact more frequently with other providers in quad county area.  Standardization of equipment and 
technology is a basic requirement of regionalization.  Therefore the replacement of our current 
equipment is necessary at this time. 
 
Benefits: 
 
Prices provided by Physio Control / Medtronics are more competitive than purchase of these items 
individually by the Town.  State Negotiated Agreement Price Schedule (SNAPS) prices are more 
competitive and provide great cost savings.  We estimate saving at approximately 40% of the original 
cost quoted to the Town by the vendor.  This purchase would update all of our EKG capabilities to meet 
or exceed current standards of care and enable direct communications with local medical facilities.   
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
