PUBLIC HEARING

Text Amendments

5.1
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF DAVIE, FLORIDA, AMENDING GARBAGE AND REFUSE, CHAPTER 9, ARTICLE II., COLLECTION AND REMOVAL, SECTION 9-25 RECEPTACLE REQUIREMENTS; THE LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE, CHAPTER 12, ARTICLE VI, SITE LANDSCAPING, SECTION 12-111, MINIMUM LANDSCAPING REQUIREMENTS FOR OUTDOOR EQUIPMENT OR FACILITIES; ARTICLE III, USE REGULATIONS, DIVISION 2, GENERAL REGULATIONS, SECTION 12-33, GENERAL REGULATIONS ADDING SUBTITLE (JJ) DUMPSTER ENCLOSURES; PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION IN THE TOWN CODE; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. ZB(TXT) 4-1-07 (Tabled from May 9, 2007) 


Ms. Gale read the ordinance by title.  Ms. Nolan advised that the terminology “garbage receptacle” had been established to define dumpsters, garbage cans, wheel carts, and all manner of trash containment for eventual removal.  She conveyed that it had been staff’s intention to set garbage receptacle standards by which all new developments including multi-housing units would be required to follow.  Ms. Nolan read the proposed ordinance by sections and made corrections or changes where suggested.

In the discussion that followed, Agency members were concerned about the trash receptacle mandates being required for existing multi-residential units undergoing reconstruction or modifications.  It was clarified that the new requirements would apply to any reconstruction or modifications which underwent the site plan modification process as opposed to being required for the building permit process.

Chair Bender asked if anyone wished to speak for or against this item.  As no one spoke, the public hearing was closed.


Vice-Chair Stevens made a motion, seconded by Mr. Pignato, to approve subject to the amendments that were read into the record by staff and subject to the amendment to paragraph (6), to change it from building permit to site plan process.  In a roll call vote, the vote was as follows:  Chair Bender – yes; Vice-Chair Stevens – yes; Mr. Busey – yes; Mr. Pignato – yes; Ms. Turin – absent.  (Motion carried 4-0)  

5.2
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF DAVIE, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE, CHAPTER 12, ARTICLE II, SECTION 12-24, STATEMENT OF PURPOSE AND INTENT OF ZONING DISTRICTS; ARTICLE III, SECTION 12-32, TABLE OF PERMITTED USES; SECTION 12-34, DETAILED USE REGULATIONS – STANDARDS ENUMERATED; AND AMENDING ARTICLE XIV, SECTION 12-503, DEFINITIONS; PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION IN THE TOWN CODE; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. ZB(TXT) 4-1-06

Chair Bender advised that staff had requested a tabling of this item and asked for a motion.  Ms. Nolan interjected that staff had withdrawn the item; therefore, action from the Agency was eliminated.
6.
OLD BUSINESS

Ms. Nolan advised that the “junkyard” text amendment which had been reviewed by this Agency at its last meeting and had recommendations incorporated into the text, had gone through the first reading by the Town Council and had been approved.  As that ordinance had basically been proposed by an applicant other than the Town, Ms. Nolan provided a PowerPoint presentation of the ordinance which had been prepared by staff and had been rejected by Council.  She indicated that the reason for showing staff’s proposed ordinance was because it had been advertised and this procedure was necessary.

Ms. Nolan stated that this was staff’s first effort with a “form based” Code proposal.  She explained that this new mechanism was being used throughout the country for writing land development codes and was more concerned with the form of a project rather than its uses.  It was also more concerned about public spaces and how they were being created; it made sure that the streets and sidewalks were there; and was not as concerned with what was going on in the buildings.  Ms. Nolan wanted to introduce the form based concept to the Agency since there would be two more such proposals made in the next six months.  The presentation consisted of several graphics in order to be more explicit and she answered questions during and after the presentation.
