SITE PLAN COMMITTEE
OCTOBER 7, 2003

1. ROLL CALL

The meeting was called to order at 4:02 p.m. Committee members present were Chair James
Aucamp, Jr., Julie Aitken, and Robert Breslau. Also present were Planner Marcie Nolan and Secretary
Janet Gale recording the meeting. Vice-Chair Jeff Evans and Sam Engel, Jr. were absent.

2. SITEPLAN

2.1 SP 6-1-03, Auto Recovery Service Inc., 3290 SW 50 Avenue (M-3)

Ed Weiner and Jim Brady, representing the petitioner, were present. Ms. Nolan read the
planning report. She noted that the two comments made by staff were expected to be
addressed at “final engineering stage” prior to permitting and prior to final site plan approval
by staff; therefore, staff was comfortable with moving the item forward.

Mr. Weiner made a presentation and provided a rendering and color chart. He explained
the intent of the project, answered questions posed by the Committee, and addressed the staff’s
comments noted in the planning report. Mr. Weiner explained the circumstances which
compelled the applicant to first stock the automobiles then attend to the paving and drainage
within 18 months. He indicated that item four in the staff report was problematic and
explained his concerns for safety. Ms. Nolan indicated that she would defer the issue of
accessibility from SW 50 Avenue to the entrance of the existing building to Assistant Town
Engineer Don Haumann. A lengthy discussion ensued regarding the access issue and the
applicant agreed to resolve the issue with Engineering.

Mr. Breslau made a motion, seconded by Ms. Aitken, to approve subject to staff’s
comments in the planning report; subject to Engineering reviewing the handicapped spacing
and verifying the five-foot verses the 96-inch walkway; that the applicant would go ahead and
stripe the “accessibility” as requested if required by Engineering; and that the paving, drainage
and grading plan would be acceptable to the Engineering Division. In a roll call vote, the vote
was as follows: Chair Aucamp - yes; Vice-Chair Evans - absent; Ms. Aitken - yes; Mr. Breslau -
yes; Mr. Engel - absent. (Motion carried 3-0)

3. OLD BUSINESS
Ms. Nolan provided updates on the Town Council’s actions regarding subjects which had been
reviewed by the Committee.

4, NEW BUSINESS
There was no new business discussed.

5. COMMENTS AND/OR SUGGESTIONS
There were no comments and/or suggestions made.
