ROLL CALL

The meeting was called to order at 4:07 p.m.  Committee members present were Chair James Aucamp, Jr., Vice-Chair Jeff Evans, Julie Aitken (departed at 6:55 p.m.), Robert Breslau and Sam Engel, Jr., (arrived at 4:20 p.m. and departed at 6:50 p.m.).  Also present were Planning Supervisor Marcie Nolan, Planners Annie Feng and David Abramson and Secretary Janet Gale recording the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
November 12, 2003

Vice-Chair Evans made a motion, seconded by Ms. Aitken, to approve the minutes of November 12, 2003.  In a voice vote, with Mr. Engel being absent, all voted in favor.  (Motion carried 4-0)

SITE PLANS


3.1
MSP 2-1-04, Lakeside Town Shops, 5700 University Drive (Commerce)


Dennis Mele and Jason Howe, representing the petitioner, were present.  Ms. Feng read the planning report.


Mr. Mele provided a lengthy presentation using several renderings of building elevations, a color/materials board and site plans to clarify the intent of the project.  He provided background information, specifically regarding Wal-Mart’s previous attempt to develop the site. Mr. Mele indicated that this developer had learned from Wal-Mart’s mistakes and, therefore, worked with neighboring residents in planning buffer areas and other aspects of the site which would impact them.  He had received letters of support from three neighboring homeowners’ associations because of those efforts.

In the lengthy discussion which pursued, the following subjects were broached:  1) the truck loading area for Target; 2) that in the planning report, the developer agreed to do item three and already made the recommended changes noted in items five through seven; 3) the height of the parapet to screen the air conditioning units; 4) landscaping, specifically in the buffer areas and at the entrance; and 5) having a visual element on the west wall of the Target building at the western entrance.  Mr. Breslau indicated that he would abstain from voting as he was part of the Stiles Organization.


Vice-Chair Evans made a motion, seconded by Mr. Engel, to approve based on the planning report and the following:  1) that a vertical architectural element be added to the northwest corner of the Target building at the front loading area, to be left to the architects discretion as long as it followed the same theme as the Target building itself and should be some kind of a “raised on” or something which signified importance in that corner to draw the eye’s attention away from the loading dock; 2) that the landscape architect look at the placement of the Medjool Palms to fill each of the entrances; 3) that staff’s recommendation number four be removed; and 4) that staff’s recommendation number two be satisfied by adding the architectural element to the northwest corner of the building as mentioned earlier and with the plantings of 18-foot Satinleaf or equivalent trees on the north side of the north elevation; however, in the middle of the face of the west elevation, create a new element to break down the façade using cornice, stone and trellis.  In a roll call vote, the vote was as follows:  Chair Aucamp – yes; Vice-Chair Evans – yes; Ms. Aitken – yes; Mr. Breslau – abstained; Mr. Engel – yes.  (Motion carried 4-0)    
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3.2
SP 4-7-04, Ashley Furniture at Muvico, 15601 Sheridan Street (PUD-5, Broward County)

Dennis Mele, Jill Cohen and George Figler, representing the petitioner, were present.  Mr. Abramson read the planning report.  Upon clarification of the one item staff recommended in the report, Mr. Mele stated that he had no problem in complying with that advice.  


Mr. Mele provided a presentation and updated members on the overall developments and changes to the shopping center.  With the help of renderings, he clarified architectural elements and answered questions which arouse during discussions.

Extensive discussion was devoted to landscaping, specifically tree location against the building and tree relocation; roofing over the truck loading dock; and traffic flow with regard to the building placement.  

Vice-Chair Evans made a motion, seconded by Mr. Breslau, to approve based on the planning report and the following three items:  1) that the Royal Palms at the perimeter of the building be increased to 15-foot grey wood; 2) that the driveway at the east side of the building be reduced to a 16-foot wide one way and move the building east to try and get 14 feet of planting areas on both the east and west sides of the building; and 3) that the elevations show the loading dock canopies.  In a roll call vote, the vote was as follows:  Chair Aucamp – yes; Vice-Chair Evans – yes; Ms. Aitken – absent; Mr. Breslau – yes; Mr. Engel – absent.  (Motion carried 3-0)
