1. ROLL CALL

4.1  Community Chest – former Coral Springs Commissioner Maureen Berk (deferred from January 27, 2004)
            As Commissioner Berk was not able to attend, this item was deferred to the May or July meeting. Ms. McDaniel stated that she would contact Ms. Berk to confirm when she could attend.
4.2    Costs for Telephone Request Line

            Ms. McDaniel stated that the Telephone Request Line cost approximately $7.00 per month. Vice-Chair Truex asked if requests were ever made on the line. Mr. Curtis stated that when the line was new, there were a few requests which were routed to the appropriate departments; but, there were more solicitations then anything else. Mr. Curtis stated that maybe it was worth having the line for another six months since it was only costing the Town around $7.00 a month and then reviewing it again. 

Mr. Blanco made a motion, seconded by Mr. Curtis, to keep the line. In a voice vote, all voted in favor with Chair Shaw, Ms Cardella, Mr. Johnson, Ms. Preziosi and Ms. Zane being absent. (Motion carried 6-0)

5. NEW BUSINESS

5.1   Diversity Festival

            Ms. McDaniel stated that the Board would have a booth at the Festival and asked if anyone would be interested in volunteering to work it. 
            Vice–Chair Truex stated that he had not attended the previous year’s festival and asked what the festival was like. A brief explanation of last year’s event followed. 
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           Mr. Blanco, Ms. Montgomery and Ms. Moore stated that they would work the 10:00 am – 12:00 pm shift. Ms. Amaya stated that she would check her calendar and if she was free, would work the 2:00 pm – 4:00 pm shift.
