REGULAR MEETING 

APRIL 3, 2002 
 
1. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. and was followed by the Pledge of 
Allegiance.  
 
2. ROLL CALL 
 Present were Mayor Venis, Vice-Mayor Clark, Councilmembers Paul, Starkey, and Truex.  
Also present were Town Administrator Willi, Attorney Connick, and Assistant Town Clerk 
McDaniel recording the meeting. 

 
3. OPEN PUBLIC MEETING (7:00 p.m. - 7:10 p.m.) 

Mayor Venis advised the public of the rules for the Open Public Meeting. 
Cindy Osborne, 4311 SW 63 Avenue, spoke of the Davie Merchants and Industrial 

Association meeting where Police Chief John George spoke about programs to clean up graffiti 
in downtown Davie.  She advised that Officer Jeffrey Stewart would be speaking at the next 
Association meeting regarding the cleanup programs.   

Ms. Osborne indicated that Public Works/Capital Projects Director Bruce Bernard 
reported that the 61st Avenue Park was under way and the bid for the pool came in under 
budget by approximately $100,000.  Also, Mr. Bernard had advised that there would be no 
lights in this park, which Ms. Osborne felt would increase vandalism.  She stated that the east 
area had not received the amenities that more affluent areas had.  Ms. Osborne added that the 
merchants proposed that the $100,000 saved on the pool be used for the lighting and for 
additional staffing.  
 Karen Stenzel Norwicki, 5580 SW 55 Avenue, spoke of the ongoing problem with noise 
from the Seminole Indian Reservation and Okalee Museum.  She stated that the facility was 
being rented to outside organizations and the noise level was out of control, beginning at 4:00 
p.m. and ending at 5:00 a.m.  Ms. Norwicki urged Council to take action because the noise level 
was unreasonable.  She stated that the Seminole Tribe had not addressed this concern and their 
position was that nothing could be done about this as they were within their legal rights.   
Mr. Willi did not think the Town had any recourse, but suggested a letter be sent and a meeting 
be scheduled to address this concern.  Mayor Venis agreed that a meeting be arranged. 
 Mike Bender, 14800 SW 31 Court, reported that Rick Case Honda was the number one 
Honda dealership in the world.  He thanked Council for supporting this enterprise and invited 
all to visit.  
 
4. PRESENTATIONS (7:10 p.m. - 7:52 p.m.) 

4.1. Area Agency on Aging - Edith Lederberg, Executive Director 
 Ms. Lederberg stated that the Area Agency on Aging was mandated by federal and State 
law to raise local 10 % match for the monies it received.  The monies supported Meals on 
Wheels, senior centers, legal services, transportation services, and in-home services.  She 
presented a plaque to the Town for reaching the tenth consecutive year of providing its "full fair 
share." 
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4.2. Celebration of National Community Development Week (April 1 - 7, 2002) 
 Shirley Taylor-Prakelt, Director of Housing and Community Development, spoke of the 
HUD grant the Town received and the history of the Town’s establishment of the Housing and 
Community Development office.  She honored Jack Johnson from the United States Department 
of HUD, with a proclamation and poster, naming the week of April 3rd Community 
Development Week. 
 Mr. Johnson thanked Ms. Taylor-Prakelt and the Town and gave examples of why the 
Town was so successful.  He looked forward to a continued partnership. 
 Ms. Taylor-Prakelt introduced the partners who made this program successful:  Boys and 
Girls Club, HOPE Outreach, Family Success, Memorial Health, and Broward County Housing 
Authority. 
 Ms. Taylor-Prakelt introduced Coaches Kelvin Harris, Linda and Kissee and the Davie’s 
Diva Dance Group, who performed a dance routine.  Ms. Taylor-Prakelt introduced the 
members of the troupe. 
 Vice-Mayor Clark thanked Ms. Taylor-Prakelt for the fine job she did and stated that she 
was an inspiration to the Town. 
 Ms. Taylor-Prakelt introduced her secretary, Wista Watson-Loftus, and thanked her for 
her support and dedication.  Ms. Taylor-Prakelt also thanked Council for their support. 
 

4.3. Quarterly Financial Report 
 Assistant Town Administrator Ken Cohen reported that the Town’s general fund budget 
showed that total revenues were on track with projections, with the following exceptions:  1) 
governmental revenue; 2) governmental service revenues; 3) Recreation revenue; 4) interest on 
investments.  He explained why these revenues were deficient and explained how they would 
be improved. 
 Mayor Venis spoke on refinancing the utility debt, which would result in significant 
savings.  He also referred to the supplemental budget and asked when Council would be able to 
approve it for additional positions.  Mr. Cohen indicated that once the audit was completed, the 
exact figures would be available.  He offered a preliminary estimate of $800,000, but explained 
how these monies had to be allocated. 
 Mayor Venis asked if the audit would be completed by April 30th.  Mr. Cohen stated that 
the auditors would return to continue the audit, but it would not be completed at that time. He 
stated that it would be completed a few weeks after the auditor's April/May visit.  Mayor Venis 
was dismayed by the amount of time the audit was taking and felt it was unacceptable.  Acting 
Budget and Finance Director Carol Menke stated it was not the auditor’s fault.  She explained 
that two-thirds of the fieldwork had been completed in December and the remainder was left 
pending until staff provided the necessary statements.  Ms. Menke stated that in years past, 
there had been a coordination problem with the police/fire pension audits, the Town could not 
complete its audit until these audits were received.  She added that the audit was not completed 
because staff was not prepared. 
 Mayor Venis asked if the auditor’s could provide a letter that indicated the amount of 
money that could be used in the general fund.  Mr. Cohen felt that an approximate presentation 
could be made to Council within 30 days from this meeting.   
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 Mayor Venis advised that item 8.18 was withdrawn by staff.  He indicated that items 9.1 
and 9.3 needed to be tabled to April 17, 2002.   
 Councilmember Paul made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Truex, to table.  In a 
voice vote, all voted in favor.  (Motion carried 5-0) 
 
 Mayor Venis stated that items 11.1 and 12.2 needed to be added.   
 Councilmember Paul made a motion, seconded by Vice-Mayor Clark, to add.  In a voice 
vote, all voted in favor.  (Motion carried 5-0) 
 
5. MAYOR/COUNCILMEMBER’S COMMENTS 
MAYOR VENIS (7:52 p.m. - 7:56 p.m.) 
SPRING EGG HUNT. Mayor Venis thanked Special Projects Director Bonnie Stafiej and all 
those who volunteered in the Spring Egg Hunt.  He stated that it was a great event. 
58th AVENUE MITIGATION SITE.  Mayor Venis reported that he had met with the developer 
and hoped to have a rendering for the next meeting.  He stated that the developer had 
committed to add mature trees to the mitigation site and advised that a workshop would 
probably be scheduled for this.  He asked Mr. Willi to invite the Silver Lakes community to this 
workshop. 
DAVIE ELEMENTARY SHELTERS.  Mayor Venis stated the shelter was under way and 
would be completed this year. 
YOUNG AT ART.  Mayor Venis reported that the Broward County Commission had passed 
the land acquisition for the Young at Art Children's Museum and thanked the County 
Commission for their support.  
GRAFFITI.  Mayor Venis stated that he would be meeting with homeowner's associations 
regarding graffiti concerns.  He thanked Chief George and Officer Stewart for their support and 
guidance with this concern. 
 
VICE-MAYOR CLARK (7:56 p.m. - 8:02 p.m.) 
COMMUNITY RELATIONS ADVISORY BOARD.  Vice-Mayor Clark reported that the Board 
was providing magnets which gave information regarding the Board and its mission.  She also 
spoke of the many issues the Board had addressed and invited the community to contact them 
with concerns. 
POLICE ATHLETIC LEAGUE (PAL).  Vice-Mayor Clark reported that the PAL had won their 
first award at the Orange Blossom Festival. 
WAREHOUSE DISTRICT CONCERNS.  Vice-Mayor Clark asked Mr. Willi to assist Mr. 
Stallone with problems regarding a roofing company that was allowing access through the 
fence behind the warehouse district.  She was concerned that children were playing in this area 
and the traffic had increased dramatically with service trucks from the roofing company.  Vice-
Mayor Clark also stated that they should not be using that access to their property. 
SPRING EGG HUNT.  Vice-Mayor Clark thanked Ms. Stafiej and the individuals who 
volunteered for this event. 
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COUNCILMEMBER TRUEX (8:02 p.m. - 8:06 p.m.) 
CONGRESSMAN LINCOLN DIAZ-BALART.  Councilmember Truex stated that 
Congressman Diaz-Balart would be holding a meeting on April 11th at the Davie Police 
Department. 
UPDATES.  Councilmember Truex asked Mr. Willi what the status was with the tabling 
ordinance and the capital budget. 
TRAFFIC STUDIES.  Councilmember Truex indicated that there were traffic concerns on SW 
78th Avenue and on Nova Drive.  He asked that the handbook on traffic studies be distributed 
to Council and be made available to residents who had traffic concerns.   
 Councilmember Truex spoke of the County Commission's recent change of how traffic 
was counted and he was concerned that the rules were loosened.  He requested information on 
how this would affect the Town. 
 
COUNCILMEMBER STARKEY (8:06 p.m. - 8:25 p.m.) 
NOB HILL ROAD.  Councilmember Starkey stated that the Nob Hill Road traffic study was 
still in progress.  She indicated that there was an exit for emergency vehicles to access State 
Road 84 and the Town need only apply for a permit.  Councilmember Starkey stated that the 
flashing light at the police station was now a fully functioning light. 
LONG LAKE RANCHES.  Councilmember Starkey reported that only eight homes remained 
for sale at Long Lake Ranches Phase I. 
AIRPORT EXPANSION.  Councilmember Starkey stated that there was a public hearing on 
April 10th at 5:00 p.m. at the Broward County South Regional Library.  She advised that the 
Town was directly impacted by the airport expansion and encouraged residents and Council to 
speak out.  Councilmember Starkey indicated that she had attended the meetings regarding 
this, even though the Town did not have a seat on the task force, as she felt it was important 
that a representative from the Town be present. 
WESTRIDGE REFORESTATION.  Councilmember Starkey thanked the Town for the 
reforestation project and stated that residents were pleased. 
NEW SCHOOLS.  Councilmember Starkey advised that she had spoken with Tom Calhoun 
from the School District's Facility Department regarding a relief school for local middle schools, 
who stated that a larger site was being chosen in the vicinity of I-75 and offers were being made 
for purchase.  Councilmember Starkey stated that some of the School Board members were 
questioning if this was necessary and she urged the community to speak out on this as Falcon 
Cove Middle, Indian Ridge Middle, and Pioneer Middle were overcrowded. 
 Councilmember Starkey reported that the School Board had a deficit of $2 million and a 
bond issue might be proposed. 
ADDING ITEMS TO AGENDA.  Councilmember Starkey questioned the procedure to add an 
item to the Council agenda and advised that she had wanted to add a resolution that would end 
Council meetings at 11:00 p.m.  She distributed a proposed resolution which she had requested 
Mr. Willi to add this to the agenda and was advised that Mayor Venis would not allow it. 
 Mayor Venis explained that it could be brought up under New Business or a 
Councilmember's Comments.  He added that this issued had already been discussed and was 
denied.  Councilmember Starkey indicated that she was referring to a different resolution. 
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 Mayor Venis asked for Council's comments on whether to place the resolution on the 
agenda and stated that proper protocol was followed.  He stated that it could not be placed 
under Old Business because it had already been voted on.   
 Councilmember Paul stated this issue had been brought up at least three times.  She felt it 
was commendable that Mayor Venis allowed individuals to speak, as it was important to get 
community input.  Councilmember Paul reminded that she had suggested having a separate 
meeting for quasi-judicial items, but it was not supported.  Councilmember Starkey agreed it 
was important to recognize the public, but felt that allowing meetings to continue after 11:00 
p.m. disengaged the public.   
 Mayor Venis indicated that he was not in favor of time limits and it was important to 
allow residents to be heard.  He referred to the citrus canker issue discussed at a previous 
meeting where people from throughout the County came to address Council and he felt it was 
pertinent to recognize their concerns. 
 Councilmember Starkey still wanted the resolution added to the agenda.  
Councilmember Paul suggested it be added under discussion at the next meeting. 
TRAFFIC INDICATOR LIGHTS.  Councilmember Starkey thanked Officer Tiffany Richards 
for applying for a grant for lights under school zone signs.  She stated that Davie Elementary 
School would be the first school to have the lit signs. 
 
COUNCILMEMBER PAUL (8:25 p.m. - 8:35 p.m.) 
SPRING EGG HUNT.  Councilmember Paul thanked Ms. Stafiej and the Explorers for the 
Spring Egg Hunt. 
PRESERVATION WORKSHOP. Councilmember Paul referred to Planner Marcie Nolan's 
video and stated that it was excellent with a unique message that addressed the goal of 
preservation of the rural character of the Town of Davie. 
CROSSING SIGNS.  Councilmember Paul advised that she had received a second letter from 
the Department of Transportation on the horse and pedestrian crossing light proposal at the Old 
Davie School.  She asked what the next step was to get funding  for the sign and if it needed to 
be added to the next agenda as funding was necessary. 
 Mr. Willi stated that funding would come from the capital projects fund and should be 
addressed at the next meeting.  Councilmember Paul stated that she would bring it up at the 
next budget advisory meeting. 
BOYS AND GIRLS CLUB.  Councilmember Paul advised that Dollars and Strikes Night was 
scheduled for June 20th at Pro Player Stadium, where there would be a rematch between the 
Cleveland Indians and the Florida Marlins.  She stated that some of the proceeds from this game 
would be donated to the Boys and Girls Club.   
TRAFFIC STUDY.  Councilmember Paul stated that Calvin Giordano had requested that a 
workshop on the traffic study be scheduled for April 10th.  She recommended that Calvin 
Giordano do a presentation at the next Council meeting and Council could then decide whether 
to have a workshop. 
THANK YOU EVENT.  Councilmember Paul stated that Officer Robert LaBelle had held a 
thank you event for those who helped with the Safety Summit.  She regretted that she was not 
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able to attend and recommended that he be commended for his hard work at the next Council 
meeting. 
PRAY FOR PEACE.  Councilmember Paul urged everyone to pray for peace, especially 
considering the unrest in the Middle East. 
 
6. TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S COMMENTS (8:35 p.m. - 8:42 p.m.) 
SW 160TH AVENUE.  Mr. Willi stated that he had received a letter from the Broward County 
Planning Council indicating that Southwest Ranches wanted to remove SW 160 Avenue from 
Griffin Road to Sheridan Street, from the trafficways plan.  He indicated that this road also ran 
through a major portion of the Town and the Town would have input on this decision.  Mr. 
Willi asked for Council's direction.   
 Councilmember Starkey stated that if this road was taken off the roadways, the Town 
would have to maintain it.  She felt that the Town was not in a position at this time to financially 
support such a decision. 
 Mayor Venis asked Mr. Willi to prepare a study for the next Council meeting.  
 Councilmember Paul asked when the decision was going to be made.  Mr. Willi stated 
that the input deadline was April 12th.  Mayor Venis asked that Mr. Willi write a letter stating 
that Council was evaluating the situation and no action should be taken until this evaluation 
was completed. 
CUSTOMER SERVICE SURVEY.  Mr. Willi stated that the Town had received its first 
customer service survey and the remarks were good.  He urged residents to complete the 
surveys as their input was an integral part of the planning process. 
AIRPORT EXPANSION.  Mr. Willi advised that he had met with Brenda Shalifor who was the 
attorney overseeing the airport environmental study for Dania Beach.  He indicated that he had 
spoken with the Dania Beach City Manager who invited the Town's residents to attend 
workshops regarding the airport expansion.  Free bus transportation was offered from Dania 
Beach City Hall to the Broward Convention Center where the workshops would be held. 
SIGNS.  Mr. Willi stated that the new Davie Town Hall sign was installed along Orange Drive 
with additional signs being installed along Davie Road. 
RURAL LIFESTYLE.  Mr. Willi stated that the South Florida Regional Planning Council was 
offering to do a charette on the rural lifestyle with Randall Arndt being the speaker.  He stated 
that the cost to the Town was $5,000. 
 Councilmember Paul stated that the video featuring Mr. Arndt offered sufficient 
information.  She asked if this fee was for Mr. Arndt and stated that perhaps the charette could 
be planned without Mr. Arndt being present.  Development Services Director Mark Kutney 
stated that the charette was regarding open spaces and cluster development and indicated that 
staff had attended a workshop where Mr. Arndt spoke.  He stated that although staff was 
prepared to present the information, "Mr. Arndt was in a class by himself" where this issue was 
concerned.  Councilmember Starkey felt the essence of the message could be drawn from the 
video and felt it was inappropriate to spend this amount of money.  She stated that Ms. Nolan 
could implement better with feedback from Council.  Mayor Venis indicated that Council did 
not want to pay for the charette.  Councilmember Starkey suggested having the universities 
assist the Town with this planning.  Mr. Kutney agreed and felt this might be a viable option.  
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7. TOWN ATTORNEY’S COMMENTS (8:42 p.m. - 8:51 p.m.) 
LITIGATION.  Mr. Connick stated that Council's direction was needed regarding Seventy-Five 
East.  Mayor Venis asked that an executive session be scheduled and Mr. Burke be invited.    Mr. 
Connick advised that this issue was time sensitive. 
 Councilmember Truex recommended filing a notice of appeal until Mr. Burke could meet 
with Council.  Mr. Connick did not think an appeal could be filed.  After a brief discussion, 
Council scheduled a Special Executive Session for April 5th. 
REZONING.  Mr. Connick referred to Council discussion regarding discretionary decisions 
regarding rezoning and explained that Council had the authority to grant a lower density as 
long as there was evidence to support it.  He added that this covered any land issues that came 
before Council. 
 
 Assistant Town Clerk McDaniel asked for clarification regarding the Special Executive 
Session time and who would be in attendance.  It was reported that the meeting was scheduled 
for April 5, 2002 at 5:30 p.m. and Council, Attorney Connick, and Mr. Burke would be in 
attendance.

recommended approval subject to the planning report; Site Plan Committee recommended 
approval subject to the planning report and to include the following changes to the landscape 
plan:  label the plan properly; make changes per staff comments including substituting Queen 
Palms on the south side to Paurotis Palms one for every three Queen Palm and to be a minimum 
height of 20 feet; install six Queen Palms on the north side of the renovated building, add four 
Alexander Palms 16 feet on the east side of the building, and relocate the Ligustrums from the 
north side of the renovated building to the east property line, and the Queen Palms on the north 
side of the renovation building to be 16-20 feet,  three of which can be taken from the east side; on 
building A, the raised entry to move those panels out eight inches to the north; on building B, the 
same sloped roof over the raised entries will repeat that same detail of the metal roof over those; to 
have the same decorations on those panels that are over the raised doors the same as building A; 
and add the same decorative reveals on the south wall similar to what is on the north wall; and on 
the renovation on the west side, create one element over the stair that is similar to the one on the 
east side 
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8.19. SP 12-2-01, Nova Plaza, south side of Nova Drive, 300 feet east of University 
Drive (B-2) Planning and Zoning Division recommended approval subject to the 
planning report; Site Plan Committee recommended approval 

 Councilmember Truex asked that items 8.13 and 8.19 be removed from the Consent 
Agenda. 
 Councilmember Paul made a motion, seconded by Vice-Mayor Clark, to approve the 
Consent Agenda without items 8.13 and 8.19.  In a voice vote, all voted in favor.  (Motion 
carried 5-0) 
 
 8.13 Councilmember Truex stated that the bid was for $47,000 and was not a sole 
source bid. He also stated that the bid was from 1999 and the underlying bid was not provided 
in the backup materials.  Councilmember Truex understood that this bid was accepted because 
the vendor was recommended and the price was a good price for these items.  He objected to 
the piggyback and felt there was reason to bid this out. 
 Councilmember Starkey stated that she had spoken with Chief George and Mr. Willi 
regarding this issue and advised that the backup material was available in the Finance 
Department.  She added that she had also spoken with the Miami Beach Chief of Police who felt 
this was a very good price. 
 Councilmember Truex felt that the bidding process was unnecessary if Council was 
going to make decisions based on "good pricing."  He stated that the Town had a rule that 
directed anything over $10,000 was to be bid out and reiterated that this bid was three years old. 
 Councilmember Starkey felt that good pricing was a benefit to taxpayers. 
 Councilmember Starkey made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Paul to approve.  
In a voice vote, with Councilmember Truex dissenting, all voted in favor.  (Motion carried 4-1) 
 
 8.19 Norm Blanco, representing the Associations of Nova Drive, advised that the 
Association met with developers on any project along Nova Drive and questioned what was 
being built on this location.  He asked that this item be tabled so that he could meet with the 
developer and the Association presidents. 
 Mayor Venis asked if there was a problem with tabling this item.  Gus Aguirre, 
representing the applicant, felt that this item needed to be expedited because of deadlines and 
the applicant had complied with the Town's Code.

 Bill Laystrom, representing the petitioner, "stipulated to this much of the staff report".  
Mr. Kutney summarized the planning report. 
 Councilmember Truex asked who prepared the revised justification statement for a 
variance request.  Mr. Kutney indicated that the petitioner had made the revisions.    
 Mr. Laystrom stated that he had appeared before Council for this project on three 
different occasions and explained that the purpose of the cul-de-sac was to allow access for 
emergency vehicles.  He advised that Dr. Epiton from the school had no objections and 
indicated that he felt the site plan was a quality plan. 
 Councilmember Paul asked the size of the cul-de-sac.  Mr. Laystrom indicated that it was 
approximately 100 feet.  Councilmember Paul stated that Council had been requesting larger 
cul-de-sacs than the Code required and wanted to know which was chosen.  Mr. Kutney stated 
that the radius was 50 feet and Mr. Laystrom added that diameter was 100 feet.  He added that 
they would size it according to the needs of the Fire Department. 
 Mayor Venis opened the public hearing portion of the meeting.  As no one spoke, the 
public hearing was closed. 
 Councilmember Truex referred to the first criteria and disagreed with the statement, 
stating that he felt it required fewer homes.  He referred to criteria 2 and stated that he 
disagreed with it as it was a misinterpretation of the criteria and felt there should be fewer lots 
in this area.  Councilmember Truex referred to criteria 3 which he felt it was not met.  He felt 
that the developer was asking to make this land more valuable than it was by adding a dead-
end street and was asking for something it was not entitled to.  Councilmember Truex stated 
that the developer was responsible to deal with the long, narrow piece of property without 
asking the Town to compromise its standards for setbacks and densities.  
 Mr. Laystrom reminded that Council had pulled this item to ensure that the developer 
added the cul-de-sac.  He felt the compromise made with staff was appropriate.   
 Councilmember Paul asked about the original proposal for the property. Mr. Laystrom 
stated that this property was seven units per acre.  He stated that this was a significant 
reduction in density in comparison to what already existed on the corridor in question.  Mr. 
Laystrom clarified that this plan was finally approved for three units per acre.

11. OLD BUSINESS (9:28 p.m. - 9:48 p.m.) 

11.1. Town Council Policy - Outparcel Determination 
 Mr. Kutney stated that staff needed direction from Council relative to outparcels.  He 
discussed the differences between out-parcels and outbuildings and advised that the definitions 
were not clear.  Staff felt that an out-parcel was a separate parcel from the main parcel and that 
outbuildings were accessory buildings, such as in a shopping center.  Mr. Kutney indicated that 
the trend for developers was to have more out-parcels and outbuildings and distributed a 
handout from the Urban Land Institute, which showed the different configurations.  He referred 
to Land Development Code Section 12-33(11)(p), which dealt with outbuildings and provided 
criteria, which the developer had to meet.  After summarizing this section, Mr. Kutney stated 
that staff believed they could write better regulations that would protect public interest by 
planning appropriately.  He offered some of the suggestions that staff had formulated that 
would resolve the concerns with outparcels and outbuildings, which included extended 
setbacks, additional buffering, and consistent architecture.  
 Vice-Mayor Paul asked if this would give Council the ability to hold the developer 
responsible for what was being placed on the out-parcel in relationship to their master plan.  
She stated that developers were vague regarding out-parcels and once approved, they added 
facilities that Council might not have approved beforehand.  Mr. Kutney clarified that 
properties of five acres or more would have to participate in a negotiated process.  He stated 
that Council would have more leverage if criteria was developed that regulated what 
developers could add as out-parcels. 
 Mayor Venis was in favor of staff writing regulations and setting criteria for out-parcels 
and outbuildings.  Mr. Kutney asked if Council was agreeable to allowing staff to negotiate out-
parceling as they saw fit until a comprehensive plan was developed that could be adopted by 
the Town.  Councilmember Starkey asked if this limited the ability to accept voluntary deed 
restrictions.  Mr. Kutney responded in the negative.   
 Mr. Connick referred to Councilmember Paul's comments regarding having a mechanism 
whereby developers would have to specifically identify the use of out-parcels.  He stated that a 
Code provision would have to be made to address this and added that the out-parcel and 
outbuilding issue was an aesthetic issue for the Town.  He recommended that Mr. Kutney show  
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Council how these parcels would look aesthetically.  Mr. Kutney agreed and felt this could be 
done because the master plan process was a negotiated process.  Council directed Mr. Kutney to 
proceed accordingly. 
 

11.1A 71st Terrace Park 
 Mr. Willi stated that the Town had exhausted all negotiations for the purchase of the SW 
71st Avenue park and advised that the two appraisals were well below the asking price of $1 
million, which was non-negotiable.  He asked Council for direction on whether to withdraw 
from negotiations or to continue with negotiations and bring Council a contract near the $1 
million asking price. 
 Mayor Venis asked why the asking price was above the appraisal.   Mr. Willi explained 
that the seller was justifying it because of repairs and enhancements he had made.  Mayor Venis 
indicated that if the negotiations were to go forward it would require a four-fifths vote by 
Council. 
 Norm Blanco stated that Council had the fiduciary responsibility to residents and he 
could not ask Council to spend $1 million on this property, especially since it was appraised for 
30% less.  He felt the park would benefit the residents, but it was unreasonable.  He asked 
Mayor Venis to speak with the seller again and try to negotiate a better price.  
 Mayor Venis stated that Council was in agreement to get two appraisals and average 
them.  He asked Mr. Willi to set up a meeting with Poinciana so that it could be discussed one 
last time.  
 Vice-Mayor Clark asked Mr. Willi to draft a letter to the presidents of the seven 
associations of the Associations of Nova Drive explaining the circumstances.  
 
12. NEW BUSINESS (9:48 p.m. - 9:49 p.m.) 

12.1. A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN OF DAVIE, FLORIDA, REQUESTING THAT
