TOWN COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING

MAY 21, 2014

l. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
The meeting was called to order at 6:28 p.m. and was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

1. ROLL CALL

Present at the meeting were Mayor Paul, Vice-Mayor Hattan and Councilmembers Caletka, Luis
and Starkey. Also present were Town Administrator Lemack, Town Attorney Rayson and Town Clerk
Roig recording the meeting.

I1l.  PRESENTATIONS

1. Davie Rodeo Association Plaque Presentation

Leann Sullivan and Vicki Reesey presented plaques to Mayor Paul and Vice-Mayor Hattan. They
reported the high school rodeo the previous weekend had been very successful.

2. May 2014 SPIRIT Award Winner
Public Relations Coordinator Anita Reid and Assistant to the CRA Director Cheryl Ellett presented the
award to Anna Francis, Parks and Recreation Crew Leader.

3. Community Notice Process (11600 W State Road 84) - Sandra Rybicki, Real Estate Specialist,
United States Postal Service

Ms. Rybicki gave a Power Point presentation regarding the relocation of the West Side Branch
Post Office. The process included notification of public officials and inviting public input in a public
forum, followed by a 15-day comment period. Once the decision was formalized, Mayor Paul would be
notified and posted notice would remain at the Post Office for 30 days for appeals from officials or the
public.

Ms. Rybicki said they tried to locate the new facility within two to three miles of the old one.

4. 2014 State Legislative Priorities & End-of Session Update - Ericks Consultants

Intergovernmental Affairs Coordinator Mitch Taylor informed Council that at a strategy session,
he and Dave Ericks from Ericks Consultants had identified items to be addressed next year.

Mr. Ericks provided a legislative update. Regarding the Seminole Gambling compact, he had a
meeting scheduled with Governor Scott’s General Council to discuss local municipalities’ percentages.
Mr. Ericks said pension reform had failed, but he felt it would pass in the future. He reported the State
was seeking ways to fund CSX without taking funds away from municipalities.

Loren Jackson from Ericks Consultants explained that sober home oversight legislation had failed
this session but they would try again next year. Candace Ericks from Ericks Consultants said ChildNet
had agreed to decrease the residents and increase the staff at Chrysalis House and to increase monitoring.
She was communicating with ChildNet representatives and invited questions she could present to them.

Councilmember Starkey said some of the residents of Chrysalis House had been victims of human
trafficking and she thought the human trafficking legislation certification process for housing and
personnel would apply to these victims’ housing. Ms. Ericks stated ChildNet had informed her they
would be considering the circumstances of each child. She agreed to confirm with ChildNet
representatives that the human trafficking legislation was being adhered to. Vice-Mayor Hattan wanted to
ensure that HIPAA law was followed for children in group homes.

Councilmember Caletka asked Mr. Ericks to inform him if the State intended to tax highways as
was provided in the Federal Budget. Mr. Ericks said the State should share income from the HOV lanes
with municipalities. He acknowledged that gas tax was a shrinking revenue that could not cover road
maintenance. Councilmember Starkey remarked that the municipalities must supply emergency services
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to highways, even if they were State or Federal roads and they needed help offsetting those expenditures.
Mr. Ericks said he was collecting statistics for 1-595 that he could use to make an effective argument for
reimbursement.

Ms. Ericks informed Council that SHIP had been funded at a very high level this year.

5. Second Quarter Financial Results - Budget and Finance Director Bill Ackerman

Mr. Ackerman provided the Second Quarter Financial Report to Council. He said the General
Fund was looking well at the end of the second quarter. He anticipated revenues - including $1.5 million
in one-time revenue - would meet or exceed their expenditures for the fiscal year. He stated they were
doing well in collecting taxes and fees and he anticipated they would collect what they had budgeted in
all categories except for annual fire inspection fees, which they hoped to bill out in the coming week.

Regarding expenditures, Mr. Ackerman remarked these were in good shape as well. He cautioned
that they had not finalized the Police contract when they had adopted the budget; there had been some
increase that had not been budgeted. He hoped they could absorb this but if not, it would require a budget
amendment.

Mr. Ackerman reported overall, at the halfway mark they were in good shape and were constantly
monitoring expenditures.

Mayor Paul announced staff had requested items 8 and 26 be withdrawn.

Mayor Paul recalled Council had directed Mr. Lemack to enforce the Zoning in Progress
provisions of Section 12-315 of the Town Code to ensure that new pet sales uses were not established
while regulations to address this matter were under consideration. This would be in effective until
November 7, 2015 unless Council ended it at an earlier date.

Councilmember Starkey made a motion, seconded by Vice-Mayor Hattan to formalize the Zoning
in Progress enforcement. In a voice vote, all voted in favor. (Motion carried 5-0)

Mayor Paul pulled items 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 17 and 20 from the Consent Agenda.
Vice-Mayor Hattan made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Starkey to approve the Consent
Agenda, less items 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 17 and 20. In a voice vote, all voted in favor. (Motion carried 5-0)

Councilmember Starkey made a motion, seconded by Vice-Mayor Hattan to approve

Mr. Rayson swore in witnesses and reported the quasi-judicial process had been waived.

Mayor Paul wanted to be sure that all of the Site Plan Committee’s conditions had been included,
especially moving the building to the north.

Planning and Zoning Manager David Quigley said there was no specific recommendation to move
the building unless it was required to accomplish the other Site Plan Committee changes. Mayor Paul
wanted the building moved as far away from the residential area as possible. Councilmember Luis felt
that moving the building would cause more problems and in its current location it would bother no one.
Councilmember Caletka agreed, and remarked that the facility would emit no odors. Dave Szafarz from
Downey Szafarz Architects, confirmed that the building would emit no fumes. He added that the Site
Plan Committee had recommended moving the equipment away from the residential area to abate any
potential noise problems.

Councilmember Caletka made a motion, seconded by Vice-Mayor Hattan to approve. In a voice
vote, all voted in favor. (Motion carried 5-0)

20. MSP 13-294 Flamingo Village, 800 South Flamingo Road (RM-5)

Mr. Rayson swore in witnesses and reported the quasi-judicial process had been waived.

Councilmembers disclosed communications they had regarding this item.

Mr. Quigley provided a staff report.

Mayor Paul opened the public hearing portion of the meeting.

Kelly Adams, neighbor, was concerned about the effects on nearby residential property and said
they had requested a cement wall be installed between the town houses and their community. The
developer had suggested a wood fence instead, but she said a concrete wall was the only sufficient barrier
that met the ordinance requirement. She pointed out that a fence would not prevent noise. Ms. Adams
was also concerned about maintenance of the fence.

Dennis Mele, attorney for the applicant, displayed drawings of the project and pointed out that on
the original site plan, there was no wall or fence, but the developer was willing to install a fence. He
added that the ordinance did not specify a wall was the only appropriate solution. Mr. Mele felt that
surrounding a property on three sides with a wall was inappropriate. He confirmed that all of the Site
Plan Committee recommendations had been put in the plans.

Councilmember Luis said he was not crazy about a CBS wall or a shadowbox fence and he felt
they could find an alternative. Mr. Mele said he was open to another fence type.

Councilmember Starkey wanted the developer to consider erecting a wall, but Mr. Mele said in all
of their discussions, no one had suggested this was an appropriate solution.

Mr. Quigley confirmed that this area had no fence specifications. He said the cement wall idea
had been presented to the Site Plan Committee. The applicant provided the shadow box fence alternative
and the Site Plan Committee had accepted it.

Vice-Mayor Hattan asked if the residents would consider a PVC fence. Hance Adams, neighbor,
said they had moved to Davie for a certain lifestyle and they wanted to maintain it. He said the developer
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had not spoken to them about what they wanted. Mr. Adams was most concerned about “having
somebody come over on my property” and about security.

Mr. Mele stated Mr. and Mrs. Adams had attended the first public participation meeting and Mr.
Adams had been the only attendee at the second one. The developer’s representatives had spent the entire
meeting and an hour afterwards speaking to Mr. Adams.

Councilmember Starkey asked if the fence could be installed prior to construction to protect the
Adams property and Mr. Mele agreed to install the fence prior to beginning construction on the next unit.
Mr. Mele confirmed they would install landscaping on their side of the fence.

As no one else spoke, Mayor Paul closed the public hearing portion of the meeting.
Councilmember Luis made a motion, seconded by Vice-Mayor Hattan to approve, with the
following conditions: all changes suggested by the Site Plan Committee would be included; the developer

will install a solid vinyl fence prior to vertical construction; the developer will install as much
landscaping as soon as possible. In aroll call vote, the vote was as follows: Mayor Paul - no; Vice-
Mayor Caletka - no; Councilmember Luis - yes; Councilmember Hattan - yes; Councilmember Starkey -
no. (Motion failed 2-3)

Mayor Paul made a motion to reconsider, seconded by Councilmember Caletka. In a voice vote,
all voted in favor. (Motion carried 5-0)
