l. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
The meeting was called to order at 6:29 p.m. and was followed by the Pledge of
Allegiance.

Present at the meeting were Mayor Paul, Vice-Mayor Hattan and Councilmembers
Caletka, Luis and Starkey. Also present were Town Administrator Lemack, Town Attorney
Rayson and Acting Deputy Town Clerk Esquenazi recording the meeting.

I11.  OPEN PUBLIC MEETING

Jim Moore announced the PAL had held a very successful boxing event recently. The
Halloween events at Pine Island Park and firefighters’ spaghetti dinner had been successful as
well. Mr. Moore congratulated the Town’s employee softball team for winning the league event.
He reminded everyone of the Veterans’ Day event the following week. Mr. Moore thanked
Special Projects for the Concerts on the Corner.

IV. PRESENTATIONS
1. El Jardin Affordable Housing Improvement Project Plaque Presentation to the Town of
Davie, Marcie Nolan representing Seminole Acquisition Corporation (tabled from
October 16, 2014)
Ms. Nolan presented the Town with a plaqgue commemorating the cooperation between the
Town and the El Jardin. She explained that the Town had provided CDBG funds to El Jardin to
improve the units’ energy efficiency and install impact resistant windows.
Vice-Mayor Hattan said this had been a major improvement in this area. She reminded

RODEO. Councilmember Luis encouraged everyone to attend the upcoming rodeo that ran from
November 6 through 8.

VOTE. Councilmember Starkey thanked everyone who had voted.

HOLIDAY FUNTASTIC. Councilmember Starkey had attended the event and reported it was
fun for the kids.

VICE-MAYOR HATTAN

HOLIDAY LIGHTS. Vice-Mayor Hattan appreciated the holiday lights currently going up in
Town.

SILENT WITNESS. Vice-Mayor Hattan had attended this event concerning domestic violence
at Nova Southeastern University (NSU) and said it was very well done. She remarked the event
had been enlightening and interesting.

PROJECT STABLE PRESENTATION. Later in the meeting, Vice-Mayor Hattan said she had
a presentation to make at the next meeting.

COUNCILMEMBER CALETKA

THANKS TO BUILDING DEPARTMENT. Councilmember Caletka thanked the Building
Department for checking on his roofing permit.

VETERANS’ PARK. Councilmember Caletka had visited the park the previous evening and
said everything was amazing.

THANKS. Councilmember Caletka thanked Mr. Flaherty, Mayor Paul and Vice-Mayor Hattan
for being so kind to his mother recently.

MAYOR PAUL

NSU HOSPITAL. Mayor Paul and members of staff had attended a hearing and spoke n in favor
of NSU’s desire for a new hospital. Dr. Hanbury had sent a letter thanking them for speaking in
favor of relocating Plantation General Hospital to Davie.

SMALL BUSINESS SATURDAY. Mayor Paul reminded everyone that the Saturday following
Thanksgiving was Small Business Saturday, when people were encouraged to shop at small local
businesses.

CLOGGERS. Mayor Paul reported the Cloggers had been invited back to audition for
America’s Got Talent recently.



HOLIDAY LIGHTS. Mayor Paul stated additional lights would be installed at the Old Davie
School and the walk bridge to the school.

BROWARD COLLEGE SCHOOL OF NURSING GRAND OPENING. Mayor Paul said the
school would unveil its state of the art simulator building.

VETERANS’ DAY. Mayor Paul had received a letter from Senator Nelson thanking the Town
for honoring veterans on November 11.

XIV. TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S COMMENTS

VETERANS’ DAY EVENT. Parks and Recreation Director David Flaherty said the event
would begin at 11 a.m. on November 11 at Veterans’ Park and would include a twenty-one gun
salute; 3 guest speakers; a famous singer and Ms. Evans and her horse Sunny. He explained that
parking was a serious issue at the park and attendees should park at the vacant lot on Davie Road
between 38 and 39 Court, where a shuttle service would be available. Mayor Paul reported that
there would be special parking at the park for handicapped persons and dignitaries.

RODEO. Senior Operations Manager Matt Mlodzinski said the best cowboys in the Southeastern
United States attended the Southeast Circuit Rodeo Finals in Davie to compete. The gates
would open at 6 p.m. and the rodeo started at 7:30 p.m.

REGIONAL COMMUNICATION SYSTEM. Chief Lynn reported Davie had been officially
transferred to the regional dispatch center, with a new phone number: (954)764-4357. He pointed
out that the process would not change. The phone number to contact Davie emergency
employees was still (954)693-8200.

MAST ARM REPLACEMENTS. Mr. Lemack said they needed to make a decision regarding
the mast arms for the Wal-Mart intersection. He pointed out that the University Drive corridor
mast arms were currently all black. Mr. Lemack explained that there was no cost now but future
costs for an intersection after the five-year warranty period could be $30,000. Councilmember
Caletka cautioned that any colored poles would need maintenance in the future. Councilmember
Starkey did not feel it should be the Town’s job to maintain FDOT’s equipment. Council agreed
to use galvanized poles to avoid future maintenance issues.

26 STREET CALMING INITIATIVE. Laura Borgesi, Town Engineer, showed where the
improvements were planned and where the calming devices could be used. She recommended
using a 12’ wide raised median in between two travel lanes, which would force people to slow
down. She advised Council that the median could be landscaped or paved and requested
Council’s input. Ms. Borgesi reported work would begin a couple of weeks and would be done
in-house. She anticipated the work would be completed by the end of the year.

Mayor Paul was please the project was finally coming and expressed a preference for Xeriscape.
Council agreed.

Councilmember Starkey asked if pavers could be used on the road right-of-way along with the
landscaping. Ms. Borgesi advised against pavers because they required more maintenance.

Mr. Lemack mentioned that Town Clerk Roig was absent and thanked Ms. Esquenazi and Ms.
Ellet for doing a great job.

Mr. Rayson reminded everyone of the ethics training at 1 p.m. on 11/7 in Council chambers.
