Discussion on an Amendment to the Land Development Code to Address Commercial Kiosks, Townwide 

Mr. Abramson advised that due to the recent passage of a text amendment which allowed the public to present their individual proposals to amend the text of the Land Development Code, this was the first public text amendment suggestion for the Agency to consider.  

Andres Rodriguez, representing the petitioner, was present.  He provided photos, specifications and a site plan for the location of a walk-up/free-standing ATM kiosk.  In order to allow the kiosk, a text amendment to the Land Development Code would be necessary.


Mr. Rodriguez answered the Agency’s questions regarding lighting and security.  Suggestions were made regarding security for the individual kiosk location.  Mr. Abramson advised that the kiosk would go through the same development review and site plan process as any other item being built in the Town.

Vice-Chair Stevens suggested that if a text amendment would be made to allow a walk-up/free-standing kiosk, could it be made “broad” enough to allow for drive-up facilities as well.

Mr. Busey asked if the text amendment would allow for other uses by free standing kiosks.  Mr. Abramson advised that staff could list what uses would be appropriate for such a structure.  Agency members agreed that there should be a limited amount of uses and there should be a distance regulation in order not to have a parking lot full of kiosks. 
 
Vice-Chair Stevens made a motion, seconded by Ms. Turin, to permit the submission of a text amendment.  In a roll call vote, the vote was as follows:  Chair Bender – yes; Vice-Chair Stevens – yes; Mr. Busey – yes; Mr. Pignato – absent; Ms. Turin – yes.  (Motion carried 4-0)
