ROLL CALL

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.  Board members present were Chair Mike Bender, Vice-Chair Scott McLaughlin, Casey Lee (departed at 7:13), and Mimi Turin.  Also present were Town Attorney Monroe Kiar, Deputy Planning and Zoning Manager Marcie Nolan, Planner Chris Gratz and Board Secretary Janet Gale recording the meeting.  John Stevens was absent.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Ms. Turin made a motion, seconded by Mr. McLaughlin, to approve the minutes of June 22, 2005.  In a voice vote, with Mr. Stevens being absent, all voted in favor.  (Motion carried 4-0)

Chair Bender asked for the Boards approval to take some items out of order.  In a voice vote, with Mr. Stevens being absent, all voted in favor.

Ms. Lee announced that she had been appointed as a Commissioner to the Central Broward Water Control District.  As there was a conflict with the meeting times, she advised that she would resign from this Board effective when she left the meeting.  Ms. Lee spoke fondly of her experience on the Planning and Zoning Board and asked that the Board keep in mind her concerns for green space and landscape issues.  She advised that the only item she would be able to vote on would be 4.3 and asked that it be taken out of order

Chair Bender suggested that in the future, when there was a complete Board in attendance, he would like to discuss a proposal for a change of venue whenever the Davie Commons issue was to be addressed by this Board.  He advised that citizen participation meetings were being held in large facilities because of the vast turnouts and that the Council Chambers contained only 83 seats.  Chair Bender indicated that it would be difficult conducting a meeting with people standing outside trying to listen to the speaker system or people in the lobby carrying on conversations.

Chair Bender advised that he had attended the Council meeting when the Oak Scholar Charter School issue had been discussed.  He was able to speak on the item and relayed the Boards concerns about traffic issues.  Chair Bender indicated that Council took those concerns into account and tabled the item in order for the applicant to have time to address the problems.

John Phillips, the petitioner, was present.  Mr. Gratz summarized the planning report.


Ms. Turin asked if staff had received any objections from the 48 notices which were mailed.  Mr.Gratz replied that there had been none.


Ms. Lee disclosed that she had spoken with Mr. Phillips and visited the site to see how narrow it was and where the dedication of the easements were.


Vice-Chair McLaughlin disclosed that he had spoken with Councilmember Crowley regarding the site.  He asked staff about an easement on the survey and if it had been dedicated.  Mr. Gratz replied that the right-of-way easement had been dedicated and he clarified the amount of footage taken from this parcel.

Ms. Lee mentioned that when she visited the site, there was a massive growth of invasive vegetation and asked Mr. Phillips if that were to be removed.  He responded affirmatively.


Chair Bender asked if anyone wished to speak for or against this item.


Van Baggett, 13715 SW 36 Court, stated that the notice sign had been posted on Monday or Tuesday which was very short notice to the community regarding this meeting.  He provided a history on variance requests and indicated that if this was granted, others would follow resulting in homes that would not comply with the neighborhood.  Mr. Baggett indicated that he had not received a mailed notice either and it was determined that he lived beyond 1,000 feet of the subject site.  


As there were no other speakers, the public hearing was closed.


Mr. Phillips responded to the comments and indicated that although a 30-foot wide home could be built, it would not be typical of the homes in the neighborhood.  He was asking for a few feet in order to make architectural features that would compliment the house and comply with the neighborhood.


Ms. Lee made a motion, seconded by Ms. Turin, to approve.  In a roll call vote, the vote was as follows:  Chair Bender – yes; Vice-Chair McLaughlin – no; Ms. Lee – yes; Mr. Stevens – absent; Ms. Turin - yes.  (Motion carried 3-1)
