P 12-1-05, Live Oak Estates, 15250 SW 20 Street (A-1)


Gus Aguirre, representing the petitioner, was present.  Ms. Bazinet read the planning report.


Mr. Aguirre concurred with the report.  Mr. Busey asked what the distance was from the north to the south property line.  Ms. Bazinet responded that it was 470.39 feet.

Mr. Stevens made a motion, seconded by Ms. Turin, to approve. 


Vice-Chair McLaughlin indicated that in order to avoid any ambiguity during the construction phase, the setback distance for lot three needed to be depicted on the plat.  Mr. Aguirre had no problem with the suggestion; however, he was not sure that the County would allow it.  Vice-Chair McLaughlin asked that if it were not allowed to be indicated on the plat, would Mr. Aguirre assure that he would hold to that point.  Mr. Aguirre stated that he would.

Ms. Bradbury indicated that her mobile home was too old to safely relocate and that there were other neighbors in the same predicament.

Frank Sawder, 4701 SW 73 Avenue, was opposed to the rezoning because there was no affordable place to move.  His father was in the same situation and both believed they were being under-compensated on the offers to sell their mobile homes.
