ROLL CALL

Also present were Sergeant John Nasta and Board Secretary Jenevia Edwards recording the meeting.  Absent were Richard Colgan, Lawrence Davis, Lisa Mustelier, Rebecca Orlando, John Pisula, Kimberly Sereda, Jeanette Davis, Jill Fiorentino and Sharon Zane.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
May 31, 2005

 Ms. Tilley made a motion, seconded by Ms. Fallahzadeh, to approve the minutes of May 31, 2005.  In a voice vote, with Mr. Colgan, Mr. Davis, Ms. Mustelier, Ms. Orlando, Mr. Pisula, Ms. Sereda, Ms. Davis, Ms. Fiorentino and Ms. Zane being absent, all voted in favor.  (Motion carried 9-0)

OLD BUSINESS

3.1
A Child Is Missing Plan Review/Update

Ms. Frost asked if there was any cost involved in putting the information together and asked for a summary on the issue and what action, if any, was required by the Board.   Chair Harrington recollected that the status was that Ms. Freidlander would put together some of the components of the plan that she had presented to the Boards.  She added that no action was required on the part of the Board.  Ms. Frost questioned whether this information would be presented to Town Council and if the Board was to make a recommendation in support of the program.  

A lengthy discussion followed regarding cost element of the program. Dr. Jacobs commented that there was no charge to the Town for the program as it was grant funded.  

3.2
July 4th Event Review

There was a lengthy discussion about the July 4th event with Ms. Frost expressing thanks to everyone who helped in distributing information to the public.  She commented that the radKIDS brochure was very popular.  Mr. Luis indicated that from his observation, many of the families were Hispanic and it would have been helpful to have the information in Spanish.  Ms. Frost commented that the Board should discuss with Officer Tiffany Richards the possibility of having Spanish instructors for the radKIDS program.  

 
Chair Harrington inquired if there was a sense of heightened awareness due to activities by the boards in the Town to which Boardmembers expressed differing opinions. Ms. Frost added that in general, there had been positive feedback from the public.  She referred to public comments expressing appreciation that the Town had a Child Safety Board and for the type of information that it provided.  

A brief discussion followed regarding the radKIDS and canine demonstrations with Chair Harrington asking if these demonstrations had taken place.  Ms. Frost commented that she had made inquiries about having the canine demonstration and was informed that it would take place if there was personnel available.  She was not sure if these demonstrations took place.  


Ms. Tilley commented that there was too much material on guns and not enough material relating to other issues.  She believed that this was a turnoff for parents.  Ms. Frost commented that the brochures were received through a grant and the Board did not have any say in what it received.  A brief discussion followed regarding the need for gun safety awareness.  

Ms. Watters indicated that a variety of additional materials was being ordered by the Board.  Ms. Harrington asked if the Board had a budget and how the decision was made as to the materials that were ordered.   Ms. Maine explained how the literature was acquired and added that the Board had also been allocated grant funds from the State through the Police Department.  She commented that this allowed the Board to acquire much of its supplies.  Chair Harrington asked if the funds used by the Board had to be approved by Council.  Ms. Watters advised that funds were approved at Child Safety Board meetings.  


Chair Harrington asked if there was some role that the School Advisory Board could play during the course of the year to assist the Child Safety Board in adding to its inventory of child safety issue.  Ms. Frost advised that any information acquired could be forwarded to any Board member or to Police Service Aide Ida Canizares.  She added that the Board was trying to be selective in its acquisition of new literature as it had too much information on one subject and not enough on another.  Ms. Watters commented that there was also a lack of quality material to meet the needs of some of the subjects being requested by parents.    

Further discussion ensued pertaining to the duplication of materials by the Police and Fire Departments.    

   
3.3
Action Plan Update


Chair Harrington advised that she received an e-mail from Mr. Pisula who indicated that he was working with Recreation Coordinator Bette Gibson and Sergeant Nasta to organize 15 minute safety presentations at each of the Town’s day camp sites.   Mr. Pisula also indicated that he would follow-up with Broward County School Board Superintendent Dr. Till on the robot messages for the schools, and would be distributing radKIDS flyers at the Bamford Park coaches meeting.  Chair Harrington commented that Mr. Pisula had referred to the possibility of a long term goal to include safety programs at the Boys and Girls Club and the Police Athletic League.  A brief discussion ensued regarding dissemination of information.


Following a brief discussion regarding the direction of the Boards since both short and long term goals had been accomplished Chair Harrington asked Boardmembers if they had any additional concerns or ideas.  Ms. Tilley indicated that there had been talk of combining the Child Safety and School Advisory Boards as they appeared to be going in the same direction.  Ms. Maine asked if this was just for the Task Force or on a permanent basis.  Ms. Tilley responded that this was on a permanent basis.

There was a brief discussion on the item for the August issue of the Davie Update to provide information regarding various websites.  Ms. Maine indicated that this had been accomplished.  Short term goals were highlighted with Boardmembers advising on the completed items.  


The Board referred to the map of the school bus stops that the Police Department was working on.  Chair Harrington asked if there had been an increase in the number of public inquires due to the activities generated by the July 4th event, and if there were any outstanding issues that the Board should be aware of.  Sergeant Nasta indicated that he was not aware of any outstanding issues, however, there were constant public inquiries.  He added that the GIS Division was presently working on the map and the problem was mapping the school bus stops.  Sergeant Nasta explained that there were approximately 300 school bus stops in Davie and there was a lot of detail involved.

Ms. Watters suggested that if the Boards remained separate, someone from the Child Safety Board should attend School Advisory Board meeting and vice versa so that there would be no overlap of issues.  She added that this would provide representation on both sides to prevent any chance of double work.

Ms. Frost referred to the CD being produced by the National Safety Council adding that when this was accomplished, the Child Safety Board would be able to handle distribution.


A lengthy discussion ensued regarding the short term and long term goals that the Task Force had accomplished.  Ms. Frost commented that jointly everything had been accomplished.  Ms. Watters indicated that if it was determined by both Boards that a task force meeting was needed in six months, this could be arranged.
