The meeting was called to order at 4:00 p.m.  Committee members present were Chair Bob Breslau, Vice-Chair Julie Aitken, Jim Aucamp, Jr., Sam Engel, Jr. (arrived at 4:02 p.m.), and Jeff Evans.  Also present were Planner Chris Gratz and Secretary Janet Gale recording the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
April 26, 2005

Vice-Chair Aitken made a motion, seconded by Mr. Aucamp, to approve the minutes of April 26, 2005.  In a voice vote, with Mr. Engel being absent, all voted in favor.  (Motion carried 4-0)

SITE PLANS


3.1
SP 2-4-03, Oak Scholar Academy Charter School, 3655 Shotgun Road (AG)


Jon Voigt, Jim Kahn and Michael Oliver, representing the petitioner, were present.  Mr. Gratz summarized the changes that had been recommended at a prior meeting.

Using several renderings of various elevations and an aerial site plan rendering, Mr. Voigt clarified the changes and additions.  He explained that although the project would be divided into two phases, the infrastructure would be completed with the first phase.


Mr. Evans declared that as architect for the project, he would abstain from voting; however, he participated in the discussion to answer questions.


A lengthy discussion ensued regarding issues with crosswalk markings, traffic circulation and stacking, the placement of air conditioning units, the location of the cafeteria and delivery restrictions to it, the widening of a specific sidewalk; the installation of a “can wash” by the dumpster, changes in landscaping, and where the photometrics needed to be increased.  The petitioners indicated that they understood the recommendations and agreed to their implementation.


Vice-Chair Aitken made a motion, seconded by Mr. Aucamp, to approve subject to compliance with the staff report and in addition 1) that the petitioner would install pavers in the four crosswalks of the 24-foot bypass drop-off area; 2) that the left-turn at the traffic circle be manually controlled by school staff during peak drop-off and pickup times; 3) that the sidewalk at the main entrance on the north side of the school shall be widened to an eight-foot clearance and move the decorative circles in order to achieve that widening; 4) that the petitioner agreed to prohibit cafeteria deliveries during peak drop-off and pickup times; 5) that a can wash would be installed by the dumpsters; 6) that the Queen Palms in the courtyard areas would be changed to double Alexandra Palms, 18-to 20-feet tall; 7) that the Bald Cypress on the south property line would be changed to Live Oaks; 8) that the Sabal Palms at the northeast and southeast corners of the buss drop-off entrance area would be changed to heights of 16-to 30-feet overall; 9) maintain lighting at 3.0 at the main entrance and drop-off and pickup lanes; and 10) that there should be a real bell in the bell tower.  In a roll call vote, the vote was as follows:  Chair Breslau – yes; Vice-Chair Aitken – yes; Mr. Aucamp – yes; Mr. Engel – yes; Mr. Evans – abstained.  (Motion carried 4-0)        
 

3.2
SP 1-7-05, Camelot Estates, 10500 South Camelot Circle (A-1)

Nate Chamberlain, representing the petitioner, was present.  Mr. Gratz provided a brief history of the project and explained that the custom homes were required to have individual reviews by this Committee.

Mr. Chamberlain provided renderings and color samples for each of the two houses.  He indicated that they had not been sold and were “spec” houses.  Mr. Chamberlain explained that lot one was his best selling model; however, changes had been made to it based on the recommendations of the Committee at a previous meeting.  He said that the house on lot two was done totally in the Florida vernacular style which was in response to the anti monotony appearance which occurs in some developments.  Mr. Chamberlain advised that the reception had been overwhelming regarding the lot two house. 

The Committee critiqued one plan at a time and Mr. Chamberlain was amenable to the recommendations.


Mr. Evans made a motion, seconded by Mr. Engel, to approve based on the planning report and the following:  1) that on lot one, adjust the western-most driveway to be 15 feet away from the west property line, that it be a 12-foot wide drive to continue all the way to the street and be separated from the circular drive in the front of the house; 2) that the pavers for the driveway be multi-colored; 3) correct the tabulations for the rear setbacks;  4) that on lot two, add a window or light source in the master bathroom shower; 5) label the roof as to the type of metal and the color; and 6) on the driveway, curve the corner as discussed.
